Article 1, Section 8: “The Congress shall have Power To lay and collect Taxes, Duties, Imposts and Excises, to pay the Debts and provide for the common Defence and general Welfare of the United States…” 

Article 2, Section 3: “The Trial of all Crimes, except in Cases of Impeachment, shall be by Jury.” 

Amendment 5: “…nor shall private property be taken for public use, without just compensation.” 

Amendment 6: “In all criminal prosecutions, the accused shall enjoy the right…to be confronted with the witnesses against him…”
