Unit 3 – Greece and Rome Newspaper Project

Working with a partner - Your assignment is to create a newspaper that reports on the important aspects of Ancient Greece and Rome. This project is a TEST grade.. You will have approx. 4 half - class periods to complete the assignment. 
You will be creating a newspaper that should contain the following:

· A Title for your newspaper with the appropriate dates

· Article # 1 (at least 250 words) that covers the important aspects of Greece including its geography and the effects it had on how Greece was structured. Greece’s contributions to society (think about the stations activity) and a brief description of the Peloponnesian Wars and the effects it had on Greece (you should include a picture in this section)
· Article # 2 (at least 250 words) that covers the culture of Rome – including the civilizations that influenced their culture, the rise of triumvirates and Julies Caesar. (you should include a picture in this section)
· An interview section (8 questions) where you pretend to interview Themistocles about the Persian Wars – make sure you cover important aspects about the wars.

· A Letter to the Editor (at least 250 words) – you are a Roman citizen living in the western half of the Roman Empire. You are writing a letter to the editor where you criticize the Roman Empire for getting too large and not taking care of its citizens. You are concerned that people may invade and you are not happy that the eastern half of the Roman Empire is prospering. Also include how disappointed you are with the weaker emperors that we discussed In class.
· Political Cartoon – Draw this and we can take a picture using the chrome book – your cartoon should illustrate some aspect about democracy in either Greece or Rome
· Classified Ads – imagine you are the Roman military and you need men, supplies, weapons for the Punic Wars – create at least 5 ads asking for things you would need to fight Carthage – make sure you include specific information about the wars in your ads (look up classified ads to see the length of what an ad should be – there are usually very short)
· Works Cited – copy all links where you find information (10 sites required – no wikipedia, no answers.com, points will be deducted for using these type of sites) - if you use your notes – write “Sager World History Notes and the date” – notes count as 2 sites.
