WORLD HISTORY  - MID TERM REVIEW INFOMERCIAL
Your group will be assigned a unit that we have covered in World History and your job will be to create a CD of “hits” that describe the important terms, events, and people in your unit and then present them in an infomercial.  You may divide up task however you want, but your product/infomercial should inform the class about your unit of study.
PART I:  THE CD

You will create a CD (not the actual music, but titles) that will explain the key components of your unit.   You should use existing song titles and change them so they relate to the topics you are covering. Example: For the topic of the Reformation you can use the Rolling Stones song “I Can’t Get No (Satisfaction)” and change it to “I Cant Can’t No (Religious Satisfaction) OR if you wanted to highlight that the Greeks were divided into city states you could use the Gun N’ Roses song “Paradise City” and change it to “Paradise City – State”
You can use as many titles as you need (should have at least eleven) to complete the task, but the following information needs to be included:

	You need to cover the important points that we discussed in class about your assigned unit 

	Include the key terms, people, and places (if you had to give a brief 3 -minute presentation where you had to summarize the unit you are assigned, what terms, people, and events would you include? 


Be creative and have fun with it.  The CD cover should contain a list of songs as well as a graphic images/art on the front with the name of the band.  (Make sure you give you band a name.)

PART II:   The infomercial 

Create a 2-3 minute infomercial really selling your CD. You not only want to sell the product, but you also want to inform the class about your unit of study. Your infomercial should be concise and cover the important topics in the unit. Remember, you are taking on the responsibility of “teaching” the class about your unit. Make sure you include all the important terms, people, and events so that your infomercial is a good review of the unit.   The class will be filling in information as you present so you want to make sure the information listed above is covered.  The class will then vote on which CD they would choose to order based on your salesmanship and the information they have been presented so be creative, yet informative!
Your infomercial can be a video, skit, or PowerPoint, Google slides, etc. presentation
